The final sele this veeek of

On Tuesday, Vince Kicker-
illo, chairman of Kickerillo
Cos., gathered with members
of the community-based HP
Park Committee and signed a
“memorandum of understand-
ing,” agreeing to donate 75
acres at the southern end of the
site to a governmental entity
that would develop and main-
tain it as public parkland. The
acreage is located along Cy-
press Creek, and runs paraliel

to Cypresswood Road between
Texas 249 and Cutten Road.

said Linn Smyth, a mémber of
the HP Park Committee, which
is made up of representatives
from the Greater 1960 Tree Al-
liance, Cypress Creek Flood
Control Coalition, area munici-
pal utility chstrlcts homeown-
ers associations and the Legacy
Land Trust organization.

The group started lobbying
Hewlett-Packard officials to
donate land for a public park
shortly after hearing about the
pending Hewlett-Packard land
sale last December.
